WHAT ARE COOKIES?

Your privacy is important to us. It is SMART CHEMICALS CORPORATION's policy to respect your privacy 
regarding any information we may collect from you on www.maxprotectionprogram.com and other sites we 
own and operate.

We only request personal information when it is truly needed to provide you with a service. We do so by fair 
and legal means, with your knowledge and consent. We also inform you why we are collecting the data and 
how it will be used.

We only retain collected information for as long as necessary to provide the requested service. When we 
store data, we protect it within commercially acceptable means to prevent loss and theft, as well as unautho-
rized access, disclosure, copying, use or modification.

We do not share personally identifiable information publicly or with third parties except when required by 
law.

Please be aware that we have 
no control over the content and practices of these sites and cannot bear responsibility for their respective 
privacy policies.

You are free to decline our request for your personal information, with the understanding that we may be 
unable to provide you with some of the desired services.

As is common practice with almost all professional websites this site uses cookies, which are small files that 
are downloaded to your computer, to enhance your experience.
